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Hixon Heights Walk

· From the Millennium Green car park turn left along Legge Lane then right up Puddle Hill. Pass the half-timbered Mount Pleasant and turn right into Chase View. Enter through the wicket gate with footpath arrow sign on it and walk up the driveway next to the garage following the arrow to the stile. 
· Keeping along the left hand hedgerow for 300 yds climb over another stile and bear left across this field to a stile next to a gate on the skyline. At this point you might wish to admire the views and identify the landmarks in the distance. The Wrekin Cathedral and the three spires of Lichfield Cathedral can be seen on a clear day.
· Climb over the stile, bear slightly left again across the field, and climb the stile down into Egg Lane. 
· Turn right down the lane. This is the lane that Mary, Queen of Scots used on her way from Chartley to Tixall.
· Look out for the remains of an old hospital on the left – a reminder of Hixon’s Wartime history - and the allotments for Hixon residents on the right.
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· Pass the group of large modern houses on the left and turn left down a passageway to a kissing gate. Keeping to the right, walk down the field to the gate into Church Lane.

· Turn left up Church Lane past the playing fields and cross over the road before reaching the old vicarage to admire the old school buildings. This school was built in 1856 to replace the one in the loft above the vicarage stables.

· Cross over the stile between the new and old school areas and follow the hedge line. Turn right up the path lined by chain link fencing, then cross St. Peter’s church field.
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· Turn right up the side of the church and left into Church Lane again. Pass the entrance to Bath Lane, so called because in the early 1800’s there was a hotel and brine baths here, and turn right into Smithy Lane.

· Follow the lane back to the Millennium Green taking care to avoid traffic on the brow of the hill.
· Hixon Millennium Green was constructed on land given by the parish council in 1996. There is formal and informal seating so you can rest and picnic or visit one of the local pubs for your lunch.
