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The John Blount Trail

· From the car park by the Millennium Green turn right into High Street, past the village hall, then turn right into Walnut Crest. At the bottom follow a path left between the bungalows and through a short alleyway in the corner. Walk down the tarmac ramp into Featherbed Lane. Continue down and cross over into New Road.

· Walk past the first entrance to Hixon Airfield Estate on the right and continue past the houses. Note the large hanger on your left, once used to house the bombers used on the airfield.

· Turn at the last entrance on the right into the Airfield Estate. There is a pass gate to the left if the main gates are closed. There are broad sweeping views across the airfield and the Trent valley to Weston Bank. You may be lucky enough to see sky larks and lapwings in the fields.
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	Looking back down the estate road towards the control tower.



· Continue on to the metal barrier at the end of the estate road taking care to avoid estate traffic. Shortly after you pass the mini-island notice the old airfield control tower and one of the wartime buildings on the left.

· Pass to the right of the barrier to the fingerpost shown in the photograph. Follow the field boundary to the next fingerpost and then follow the indicated direction to the white cottage across the field.

· Take care as you cross the stile into Stowe Lane. Turn right into Hixon. Follow Back Lane up and take the ramp/steps onto the Millennium Green to enjoy a picnic or refreshment at a local inn.
